UPDATED RECOMMENDED PROGRAMS/SCHOLARSHIPS TO APPLY FOR

My son and daughter graduated from Bremerton High School.  I feel they had an excellent high school experience there.  Based on my experience with my own children and what I have learned from the Bremerton Rotary Club, I would like to make recommendations to interested Bremerton High School students.  By interested, I mean students who are interested in developing the skills and experiences that will assist them in getting into competitive colleges and universities and for general success in life.  This is also to assist them in obtaining scholarships to help pay their way through college.

Recommended programs, who is eligible, and when to apply:

1.
Bremerton Rotary Club Summer Student Exchange Program


a.
Bremerton Rotary Club Summer Exchange Program takes place during the summer vacation.  A student from Bremerton will spend four-six weeks in a foreign country in the home of a student (boy or girl – your choice) your same age.  That student will then spend four-six weeks in your home here in Bremerton.

Applications due by 31 December.

Interviews for selection for this program take place in the fall for the following summer.

Bremerton Rotary Club Year-Long Student Exchange Program


a.
Bremerton Rotary Club Year-Long Student Exchange Program is a full year residence in a foreign country.  The student lives with foreign Rotary Club families.  The Bremerton Rotary Club provides one-half of travel costs to and from foreign country.  Student is provided monthly financial allowance by the hosting Rotary club.

Bremerton Sister City (Kure, Japan) Summer Youth Exchange Program


a.
Sponsored by the Bremerton Central Lions Club.


b.
Three exchange students visit Kure, Japan for one month during the summer.  Kure is Bremerton’s sister city.  The program is open to 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students at Bremerton High, Central Kitsap High, Olympic High, and Klahowya Secondary Schools.

4.
Armed Forces Festival Ambassadors Program


a.
Sponsored by the Bremerton Area Chamber of Commerce and Puget Sound Energy.


b.
Finalists participate in the Kitsap County Armed Forces Festival.  Finalists (normally 8 to 10) will participate in activities for self-improvement and community service leading up to three judged events:  the personal interview, the social event, and the final program.  The Chamber will provide special ambassador outfits to wear at the various functions.

Scholarships will be awarded as follows:  $1,500, $700, $500, and $100.

Apply in January of your senior year.   Applications will be available in the BHS Career Center.  There are no interviews for finalist selection; you are selected based on your application.

5.
Rotary Youth Leadership Award (RYLA) 


a.
Sponsored by the Lakewood Rotary Club


b.
Four-day leadership training conference.  Takes place at Pacific Lutheran University in Tacoma in early March of each year.  The Bremerton Rotary Club can send four students.  The Bremerton Rotary selects juniors so they can put their leadership training to use during their senior year.  Canadian students from Vancouver Island along with American students from Western Washington north of Kelso will be attending.  About 100-130 students participate.

6.
Washington Business Week


a.
Sponsored by Washington Business Week.  Takes place at a Washington college (i.e., Gonzaga, Central Washington University, and Western Washington University) for one week during the summer – there are four sessions – about 1,000 Washington high school students participate.  Students (both boys and girls) are divided in to groups of approximately 10 to organize a business.  Purpose of this program is business education.  Students participate in mock businesses in order to learn how a business actually works.

There is a cost of approximately $295 per student, which covers a week’s stay in a college dormitory, all meals, and all conference materials.  Service organizations provide money to subsidize the costs.

Apply in sophomore or junior year for the following summer.  Due date 30 May (however, the sooner the better).

7.
Boys State and Girls State


a.
Sponsored by the American Legion and American Legion Auxiliary.


b.
A one-week camp on a university campus (usually Central Washington University) to learn how our government works.  Students participate in a mock government.  Takes place during the summer.

Apply in February or March for the summer following junior year.  Applications available in BHS Career Center.

8.
Mayor of Bremerton Community Service Award.


a.
Sponsored by the Bremerton Rotary Club


b.
A plaque and scholarship presented by the Mayor of Bremerton.  A $1,000 scholarship is made up of a $500 grant from the Federal government and $500 from the Bremerton Rotary Club.  Award is based on amount and quality of community service by student.  A minimum of 100 hours of community service is required.


c.
Apply during your senior year.  Applications are due on 15 April.  Interviews take place in late April or early May.

9.
Bremerton Rotary Club Community Service Award Scholarship


a.
Sponsored by the Bremerton Rotary Club


b.
A $1,000 scholarship made up of a $500 grant from the Federal government and $500 from the Bremerton Rotary Club.  Award is based on amount and quality of community service by student.  A minimum of 100 hours of community service is required.  Award is made to the runner-up from the Mayor of Bremerton Community Service Award.


c.
Apply during your senior year.  Applications are due on 15 April.  Interviews take place in late April or early May.

10.
Bremerton Rotary Club Academic Scholarships


a.
Sponsored by the Bremerton Rotary Club.  There are scholarships ranging from $500 to $2,000 awarded each year.  


b.
There are three $2,000 scholarships awarded specifically for students attending Olympic College.


c.
There are three $2,000 scholarships awarded to students to attend any college (including Olympic College).


d.
There is one $2,000 scholarship awarded to a student to attend a vocational school.


e.
There are several additional scholarships based on the amount of additional money the Bremerton Rotary Club raises during the year.

Apply in your senior year.  Applications are due in March.  Interviews normally take place in March/April.

a. This is a $1,000 scholarship open to high school seniors residing in the Bremerton area.

b. Scholarship is for post-secondary vocational or technical school tuition and related expenses.
